The need to recycle computer equipment and other electronic devices has become urgent.  The 
U.S. government estimates that more than 2.6 million tons of “e-waste” – much of it containing 
toxic substances such as lead and mercury – are generated on an annual basis.  Nearly 90% of 
that waste is discarded into already overflowing landfills, which can result in soil and 
groundwater contamination.  Significant amounts of e-waste are also burned in incinerators. 
 
Recycling experts from e-Scrap Destruction will be onsite at the drive in Carle Place on June 4th 
and e-Scrap will handle the recycling of all computer equipment and electronic devices that are 
received during the event.  Steps will be taken to ensure protection of the security and sensitivity 
of electronic data.  All material collected is shredded completely before being recycled.
